As a result, from October 1st, the club will be operating under the new name of Gerrards 
Cross Squash Club Limited.  

 

How will that affect you? Hardly at all. The Committee have negotiated with the Memorial Centre to ensure that such a 
change will not affect our tenancy with them and the club will continue to operate in exactly the same way that it has 

done previously. You will have to squeeze the longer title on to your cheque when you come to renew your 
membership in October but the subscription rates have risen by no more than they would normally have done as a 

result of this change. 

 

The Committee would like to take this opportunity to express their gratitude to B P Collins Ltd and Nunn Hayward for 

their invaluable assistance in this matter and especially to Nick Hallchurch of the GXSC Committee who has spent a 

great deal of time and effort to enable this to happen.
